When children participate in Storytime from a young age, they benefit in so many ways.  Chil-
dren learn vital school readiness skills -- sitting still for a period of time, how to pay attention to 
an adult other than a parent, taking turns and sharing, and how to be reasonably quiet.  Chil-
dren and caregivers learn songs and rhymes that     support their childôs learning, while meet-
ing and connecting with others. Our Storytime curriculum focuses on literacy and language 
development, integrates S.T.E.A.M. activities and concepts, music, body awareness, and 
confidence in movement.  Our library staff are highly skilled in working with young children to 
help you set the foundation for lifelong learning and a love of reading. Classes run weekly in 4
-week cycles.
